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Fernand Braudel, in his work The Grammar of Civilisations, notes: "The
conquests that led to the emergence of new civilisations in the West were limited
to material disasters in China and India... There were never any leaps forward
similar to those that led ancient civilisation from Greece to Rome, from Rome to
Christianity, and from the Middle East to Islam." Do you agree with this
statement? Justify your answer.

We believe that fraternal relations oblige strong countries to help dependent and
developing countries and build relationships with them, forgetting about ‘mutual
benefit’ and the global market, whose market prices ruin already poor states. How
can we talk about “mutual benefit” when the same world market prices are set for
raw materials extracted with such difficulty by poor countries and for technology
created in giant automated factories?" (from Che Guevara's speech at the Second
Afro-Asian Economic Conference, 1965). Is this statement still valid today?

In his speech in 1964, Charles de Gaulle said: "Nations are asserting themselves
and will no longer be willing to surrender their sovereignty to two superpowers.
They are beginning to understand that they must resist. Such are Mexico, Brazil,
Argentina and Chile. They feel it, although they are still afraid to speak out. The
day will come when countries hostile to the two giants will rise up to defend their
independence." What giants was Charles de Gaulle talking about? Did his
prediction come true?

In her book The Art of Governing: Strategies for a Changing World (2002),
Margaret Thatcher wrote: "The state is different from society; it is ultimately a
servant, not a master of the people; its ability to inspire fear is undiminished. All
this is absolutely true. And yet we need the state and will always need it." What is
the role of the nation state today? Can we talk about the loss of influence and role
of the state in the system of international relations in the 21st century?

In Henry Kissinger's book World Order (2012), we find: “We live in a historical
period marked by a persistent, at times almost desperate, pursuit of a concept of
world order that eludes common understanding. Chaos threatens us, and at the
same time, unprecedented interdependence is forming...” What challenges do
modern states face? What, in your opinion, should form the basis of a new world
order?
